EJMS takes place each Saturday in term time, 
from 8.30 am to 1.30 pm. We have some 50 
teaching staff and offer tuition in all orchestral 
instruments, recorder, singing, guitar and 
percussion. We also have a large stock of 
instruments available for use by our students. 
 

Students at EJMS can take part in:  
Philharmonic Orchestra, 
Senior and Elementary Windbands, 
Jazz Big Band, Saxophone Ensemble, 
Intermediate and Elementary String 
Orchestras, 
Brass, Flute, Percussion, Recorder,  
Clarinet and Guitar Ensembles, 
Wind & String Chamber Groups,  
Ealing Children's Choir, 
Ealing Youth Choir, 
EJMS Adult Chorale. 

 

Students can have instrumental lessons, singing 
lessons and theory classes, as well as aural training 
and piano accompaniment when sitting exams. 
 

There is also a range of introductory courses 
suitable for younger children.  We have: 
Musicianship classes for 3–8 year olds, specially 
organised to best suit the capability of the child. 
Early Starter courses, combining Musicianship 
with a 15 minute Instrument Lesson usually for 
very young beginners. 
Start to Play courses, that include a group 
recorder or guitar class and a Musicianship 
session.
